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VEGREVILLE AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY COUNTRY FAIR PARADE
Rules and Regulations

Check-in begins at designated check-in point(s) at 9:00 am.

Entries will be judged between 10:15 am and 10:45 am. Therefore, entries must be totally assembled and
participants are to be present and ready by this time. Final inspection of entries for adherence to
regulations will be up to and including parade start time.

Please register with a parade marshal upon your arrival

Entries will be moved from various assembly areas to the parade start line commencing at 11:00 a.m. Any
instructions by the Parade Committee must be strictly adhered to while enroute.

At the parade start line, entries will be given final instructions dealing with spacing and other requirements
by the Chief Parade Marshal.

Once on the actual route, entries will be under the control and authority of Route Control Marshals
stationed along the parade route.

CANDY AND OTHER HANDOUTS ARE RESTRICTED FROM BEING THROWN FROM MOVING UNITS.
ENTRY PARTICIPANTS MAY DISTRIBUTE CANDY WHILE WALKING BESIDE ENTRY. This rule is
necessary to help us keep the safety of the spectators in mind.

Alcoholic beverages and prohibited drugs are forbidden. Participants whom Parade Officials believe have
consumed alcohol or prohibited drugs prior to and during the parade may be ejected from the parade.

Smoking and tobacco use by entrants is prohibited on or in close proximity to any entry along the parade
route and within the vicinity of the Assembly area.

No firearms or discharges are allowed in the parade.
Please refrain from shooting water (with water pistols, pails or water balloons) into the crowd.

The parade participant shall indemnify, defend and save harmless Vegreville Agricultural Society from and
against any and all claims, losses, costs, expenses, damages and liabilities due to bodily injury or property
damage arising directly or indirectly from the participant's participation in the parade and/or participant's
use or occupation of Vegreville Agricultural Society grounds and/or from the acts of the participant, its
servants, agent, or employees, except where such injury or damage has occurred by reason of the Vegreville
Agricultural Society's sole negligence.

All parade participants must carry a minimum of $2,000,000 Public Liability Insurance. Any vehicles
used in the parade must carry a minimum of $2,000,000 Public Liability Insurance. You are required to
submit proof of insurance, completed by your insurance agent, prior to entry into the parade.

Cash prizes will be awarded for 15" and 2" place winners in each category. The decision of judges is final.
Results will be released to the media for publication.
